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WC2 in kendo was held in Los Angeles in the month of April. The team competition was won by 

Japan, Canada second and USA and Hawaii in third place. Individual champion was Sakura, Japan, 

with Yano in second place and Hujida and the Korean LI in shared third place. 

Saitoh-sensei’s student Nakamura lost in the quarter final against Sakura. Sweden was represented 

by Robert von Sandor and Jan-Douglas3 which both participated in the “goodwill matches” and 

reached medal success there. 

In connection with WC the IFK4 [sic] General Assembly was held. T. Kimura, Japan, was reelected as 

president and Robert von Sandor was elected vice-president. Other Europeans in the international 

board was C. Hamot, France, R. Knutsen, England and C. VDurix, Marocco. 

WC 1976 was decided to be held in England. EKF is responsible and England oversees the 

organization.
